SESSION CONTENT – BLEACH 
DESCRIPTION:

· 4.5% Chlorine Sanitiser Bleaching Agent.
· Clear, colourless to pale yellow colour, water thin  liquid with chlorine odour.

RECOMMENDED USES:

· Kitchens – floors, benches, sinks and refrigerators.

· Bathrooms – toilets, hand basins, floors and shower recesses.

· Laundry – As a Bleaching, Sanitising Agent 
SAFETY ISSUES:
· Inhalation: Spray mist and vapours may irritate respiratory tract and nose lining. Where possible gargle with water and flush nasal passages with water. 
· Eye Contact: May be irritating to eyes with resulting redness and stinging. Risk of damage to eyes. Flush eyes continuously with running water.

· Skin Contact: May be irritating to skin with resulting redness. Flush skin and hair with running water. 

· Ingestion: May be irritating to gastro/ intestinal tract and may cause nausea, bloating, diorrhea and vomiting. Do not induce vomiting.  
· Always wash hands thoroughly before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water.

· Spillages should be attended to immediately to prevent accidents. Large spillages should be absorbed with absorbent material and placed in a labeled container for disposal.

· Spillages should be attended to immediately to prevent accidents.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE:

· Laundry: For whitening and stain removal use 40 – 60ml in 5lt of warm water.
· Salad and Vegetable Washing: 11ml for every 10lt water.
· For other applications consult the label or contact your Area Manager. 
CONTRA-INDICATIONS:

· Do not mix with other chemicals.

· Do not mix with acids.

CLASSIFICATION:

· NOT Classified as HAZARDOUS according to criteria of National Occupational Health and Safety Commission (NOHSC).
· NOT a Scheduled Poison under the Standard for the Uniform Scheduling of Drugs and Poisons (SUSDP).
