SESSION CONTENT – BUSTA 
DESCRIPTION:
· Green coloured thick liquid with herbal odour. Cream cleanser and polish of hard, non-porous surfaces.  

RECOMMENDED USES:
· Sinks, Hand Basins, Benches, Chrome and Stainless Steel.

SAFETY ISSUES:
· Inhalation: Not applicable under normal conditions of use. Dust from dry residue may cause irritation of respiratory tract. 

· Eye Contact: Irritation due to abrasion. Flush with running water for at least 15 minutes.  
· Skin Contact: Possible irritant on prolonged or repeated contact. Remove and launder contaminated clothing, rinse thoroughly with water. 
· Ingestion: Possible nausea, gastrointestinal irritation. Do NOT induce vomiting. Give a glass of water and contact a doctor or the Poisons Information Centre.  
· Always wash hands thoroughly before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water.  Large spillages should be absorbed with absorbent material and placed in a labeled container for disposal.

· Spillages should be attended to immediately to prevent accidents.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE:
· Use undiluted: - Apply BUSTA to a damp cloth or sponge.

· Rub surface gently to loosen soil.  
· Rinse cloth or sponge and wipe surface clean. 
· Avoid prolonged rubbing on one spot on laminated surfaces
CONTRA – INDICATIONS:
· Not recommended for use on surfaces painted with water based paints.
· Do not mix chemicals 

· Do not mix with acids 
CLASSIFICATION:
· NOT classified as HAZARDOUS according to criteria of National Occupational Health and Safety Commission (NOHSC) Code.

· NOT a scheduled Poison under the Standard for the Uniform Scheduling of Drugs and Poisons (SUSDP) Code.

· NOT classified as a Dangerous Good according to the Australian Dangerous Goods (ADG) Code.
