SESSION CONTENT – HYDROTECH 50
DESCRIPTION:
· Clear Colourless Liquid.
· Bleaching and Antibacterial Agent.
RECOMMENDED USES:
· In Laundries – Use neat through Automatic Metering Equipment.
SAFETY ISSUES:  
· Inhalation: Vapour is irritating to the mucous membranes and respiratory tract.  High concentrations of vapour or spray mist can cause severe irritation. Leave contaminated area immediately.  Apply artificial respiration if not breathing.  If patient is blue give oxygen seek medical attention immediately.   
· Eye Contact: Risk of serious damage to eyes. Can cause corneal burns. Vapours may irritate eyes causing stinging and redness. Effects may be delayed and only appear a week or more after exposure.  Hold eyes open, flood with water for at least 15 minutes see a Doctor immediately. 
· Skin Contact: Causes severe burns.  May cause delayed burns in some cases, transient whitening of the skin may occur.  Remove contaminated clothing, wash skin thoroughly, immediately with plenty of soap suds. 
· Ingestion Causes severe burns. May cause nausea and vomiting. If poisoning occurs - Contact a Doctor, Hospital or Poisons Information Centre - 13 11 26 immediately.  If swallowed - Do NOT induce vomiting - Give water to drink. 
· Always wash hands thoroughly before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water 

· Large spillages should be absorbed with absorbent material and placed in a labeled container for disposal.

· Spillages should be attended to immediately to prevent accidents.
· Always wear appropriate PPE
DIRECTIONS FOR USE:
· In laundries, neat through Automatic Metering Equipment.
· Do NOT overload machine.

CONTRA-INDICATIONS:
· NOT recommended for use in Cold Water.
· Do not manually mix with other chemicals.
CLASSIFICATION:
· Classified as HAZARDOUS according to criteria of National Occupational Health and Safety Commission (NOHSC) Code.  Documented risk assessment required.                           
· Schedule 6 Poison – some special requirements may apply. 

· Class 8 DANGEROUS GOOD according to the Australian Dangerous Goods (ADG) Code. – Some special transport and storage requirements apply but not usually at quantities below 205L.
· JAL Colour Coding Scheme – BLACK – Caustic.
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
