DESCRIPTION:
· Window Cleaner – Industrial Strength.  Mobile Green Liquid.

RECOMMENDED USES:
· Glass.

· Mirrored Surfaces.

· Stainless Steel.

· Chrome.

· Polished Aluminum.

SAFETY ISSUES:
· Inhalation: No adverse effects reported.

· Eye Contact: May be slightly irritating if in contact with the eyes. Wash with water 
· Skin Contact: No adverse effects reported.
· Ingestion: May be slightly irritating to the gastro-intestinal tract.  May cause nausea, vomiting and diarrhoea. Give water to drink. 
· When using or handling product, wear rubber gloves.

· Always wash hands before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water.  
· Large spillages should be absorbed with absorbent material and placed in a labeled container for disposal.

· Spillages should be attended to immediately to prevent accidents.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE:
· Fill into spray bottle – do not dilute – use neat.

· Spray sparingly onto surface.

· Wipe dry with a lint free cloth.

CONTRA-INDICATIONS:
· Do not use on hot surfaces – product may streak.
· Do not mix with other chemicals 

· Do not mix with acids

· NOT classified as HAZARDOUS according to criteria of National Occupational Health and Safety Commission (NOHSC).

· Not classified as a Dangerous Good according to the Australian Dangerous Goods (ADG) Code
