SESSION CONTENT – NEW OVEN CLEANER

DESCRIPTION:
· Amber brown liquid, caustic oven and hot plate cleaner.

RECOMMENDED USES:
· For removal of baked-on fat and carbon deposits.

SAFETY ISSUES:
· Inhalation: Spray mist is irritating and corrosive. May cause coughing, sneezing and pain and difficulty breathing. May also cause lung damage. Leave contaminated area  
· Eye Contact: Very corrosive to the eyes. May cause tearing, redness and swelling. May also cause severe burns and damage to the eye. Hold eye open and flood with running water for at least 15 minute. See a doctor. 
· Skin Contact: Very corrosive to the skin. May cause severe burns. Remove contaminated clothing and wash skin thoroughly with water. 
· Ingestion: Very corrosive and may cause burns to the mouth, throat and gastro-intestinal tract. May cause vomiting and diarhhoea. Do NOT induce vomiting, give a glass of water.
· Always wash hands thoroughly before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water.
· Poisons: Contact the Poisons Information Centre - 131126
DIRECTIONS FOR USE:
· Use undiluted.

· Pre-heat oven to 50ºC.

· Apply by squirting onto surface or apply with a cloth or sponge.

· Leave for 5-10 minutes, scour if necessary.

· Rinse with fresh water.

· Heat oven to 90ºC-100ºC with door open to remove all traces of solvents

· For hot plates, apply by squirting onto surface or apply with a cloth or sponge.

· Leave for 5-10 minutes, scour if necessary.

· Rinse with fresh water.

CONTRA-INDICATIONS:
· Not recommended for use on aluminium or galvanised metal

· Do not mix with hot water
· Do not mix with other chemicals 

· Do not mix with acids 
CLASSIFICATION:
· Classified as HAZARDOUS according to criteria of National Occupational Health and Safety Commission (NOHSC) – documented risk assessment required.

· Schedule 6 Poison – some special requirements may apply.

· Class 8 Dangerous Good according to the Australian Dangerous Goods (ADG) Code – some special transport and storage requirement apply but not usually at quantities below 205L
