SESSION CONTENT – STAIN FREE POWDER 
DESCRIPTION:
· Pink and White.
· Pink Alkaline grease cutting, biodegradable powder with soil suspending agents. 
· Chlorinated Machine Dishwashing Powder 

RECOMMENDED USES:
· Used in Automatic Dishwashing Machines to clean and sanitise warewash. 
SAFETY ISSUES:
· Inhalation: Dust may severely irritate or burn the nose lining and respiratory tract. Where possible gargle with water and flush nasal passages with water.  
· Eye Contact: Corrosive to eyes and may cause burns to eyes and serious eye damage .  Flush eyes with running water.
· Skin Contact: Corrosive to skin and may cause burns to skin. Flush skin with running water. 

· Ingestion: Causes burns to the mouth, throat and gastro/ intestinal tract.  Do not induce vomiting.  
· Always wash hands thoroughly before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water.

· Spillages should be attended to immediately to prevent accidents. Large spillages should be absorbed with absorbent material such as sand, earth or chemical spill kit  and placed in a labeled container for disposal.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE:
· To be used in Automatic Dishwasing Machines at approximately 5gr per litre (½cup = 6 to 10 washes) 
· Domestic Machines use 1 tablespoon per cycle.

· Do not mix with other chemicals.

· Do not mix with acids.
