SESSION CONTENT – SUPER CONC – SANITISER

DESCRIPTION:
· Clear colourless mobile liquid with negligible odour.

RECOMMENDED USES:
· For sanitizing hard, non-porous surfaces in food preparation areas.

SAFETY ISSUES:
· Inhalation: No adverse effects.

· Eye Contact: Causes burns.  Risk of serious damage to eyes.  Flush eyes with water.
· Skin Contact: Causes burns. Wash with water.

· Ingestion: Causes burns to mouth, throat and gastrointestinal tract.  May cause nausea, vomiting and diarrhea . Give water to drink.  
· When using or handling this product, wear eye/ face protection, protective clothing and gloves.

· Always wash hands before eating, drinking, smoking or using the toilet.

· In an emergency, information can be found on the MSDS, the label on the drum and on the wall chart.

· Small spillages may be flushed to sewer with plenty of water. 
·  Large spillages should be absorbed with absorbent material and placed in a labeled container for disposal.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE:
· For industrial use only.

· For use as a sanitiser without a rinse (air dry) through automatic dispensing equipment, set at a dilution of 1:690.  If using a strong solution, rinse product contacting surfaces with potable (clean) water after using sanitiser.

CONTRA-INDICATIONS: 

· Do not mix with other  chemicals
· Do not mix with acid 

CLASSIFICATION:
· Classified as HAZARDOUS according to criteria of National Occupational Health and Safety Commission (NOHSC) – documented risk assessment required.

· Schedule 5 Poison – some special requirements may apply.

· Class 8 Dangerous Good according to the Australian Dangerous Goods (ADG) Code – some special transport and storage requirement apply but not usually at quantities below 205L
